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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R04-1245-I, mailed on October 22, 2004, the final hearing date of this matter was scheduled for March 16, 2005.  The date for final hearing was also orally announced at the previous hearing of this matter on October 21, 2004.

2. On February 24, 2005, Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed a Motion to reschedule the final hearing to a later date.

3. In support of its motion, Union Pacific states that its principal witness, Mr. David Peterson, is unable to travel from Omaha to attend the final hearing on the scheduled date.  Union Pacific states that Mr. Peterson was present at the last hearing, and would like to attend the final hearing to place testimony in the record concerning the AASHTO standards.

4. The proposed repeal and reenactment of the railroad rules is a part of a comprehensive and coordinated effort by the Commission to adopt rules not only as pertaining to railroads, but also to jurisdictional public utilities and rules of practice and procedure.  The date of the final hearing in this matter, as well as dates for final hearings in other rules proceedings has been carefully selected in order to maintain a schedule for the Commission’s consideration of the adoption of the proposed railroad rules as well as other proposed rules in proceedings currently before the Commission.  The Motion to Reschedule Hearing Date will be denied.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Union Pacific Railroad Company to reschedule the final hearing date currently scheduled for March 16, 2005 is denied.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
