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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) for authority to close the highway-railroad crossing at 132nd Avenue in Adams County, Colorado.

2. On February 25, 2005, Union Pacific and Intervenor the City of Brighton (Brighton) filed their Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) which, if approved, would resolve this docket.

3. The Stipulation filed with the Commission was not accompanied by a certificate of service showing that Union Pacific and Brighton served a copy of the Stipulation on other parties to this case.  Rule 22(d)(5), Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, requires that any pleading filed with the Commission must contain a certificate proving service upon other parties, and, absent such certificate of service, it will be presumed that the pleading was not served upon other parties.

4. In accordance with Rule 22(d)(5), Union Pacific and Brighton are now directed, within five days of the effective date of this Order, to serve a copy of their proposed Stipulation on all other parties to this case.  Additionally, Union Pacific and Brighton are directed to serve the proposed Stipulation on the public utilities affected by the Application (Exhibit D to original Application) and property owners adjacent to the subject crossing (Exhibit E to Application).  Union Pacific and Brighton, within three days of serving other parties and interested persons, shall file proof of such service with the Commission.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Within five days of the effective date of this Order, the Union Pacific Railroad Company and the City of Brighton shall serve a copy of their proposed Stipulation and Settlement Agreement upon other parties and upon interested persons consistent with the above discussion.

2. Within three days of service of the proposed Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, as required by ordering paragraph 1, the Union Pacific Railroad Company and the City of Brighton shall file proof of such service with the Commission in this docket.

This Order is effective immediately.
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
