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I. statement
1. On October 27, 2004, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resorts, Inc. (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for an Extension of Contract Carrier Permit Number B-9862 (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Application Filed (Notice), dated November 1, 2004.  Mr. Craig S. Suwinski and Mr. Randall Seegers have intervened.  Applicant, Suwinski, and Seegers are the only parties.  

3. On December 2, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in this matter.  That Order scheduled the hearing for January 6, 2004.  Upon motion of the parties, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated that hearing date.  Decision No. R05-0003-I.  

4. It is necessary to schedule a hearing date.  Applicant will be ordered to confer with Messrs. Suwinski and Seegers concerning proposed hearing dates and the city in which the hearing should take place.  Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before March 18, 2005, a list of three hearing dates which are agreeable to the parties and the city in which the parties request that the hearing be held.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the suggested dates and will hold the hearing in the city suggested by the parties.  

5. In addition, Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before March 18, 2005, a statement concerning whether or not it will waive the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before March 18, 2005, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resorts, Inc., shall file a list of three proposed hearing dates and a statement concerning the city in which the parties prefer that the hearing be held.  

2. On or before March 18, 2005, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resorts, Inc., shall file a statement concerning § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
