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I. statement

1. These consolidated dockets concern tariff revisions proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) in its Advice Letter No. 1421-Electric and Advice Letter No. 63-Gas.

2. On March 16, 2005, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time.  The motion requests that the date for filing intervenor testimony and exhibits be extended from March 21, 2005 to April 4, 2005, and the date for filing Public Service’s rebuttal testimony and exhibits be extended from April 8, 2005 to April 22, 2005.  All other procedural dates (see Decision No. R05-0264-I) would remain the same.  Since the motion is unopposed, the OCC requests that response time be waived.

3. Good cause having been stated, the motion is granted.
