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I. statement

1. On March 7, 2005, Colorado Cab Service, LLC (Applicant) and RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (RDSM) filed a Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.

2. Applicant moves to restrict the authority sought in the application as follows:

Between all points in Douglas County, State of Colorado, that are located north of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line is parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25; and from said points, on the one hand, to all points within the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. RDSM states that if the restrictive amendment is approved, its interests in the case will be satisfied and its intervention can be deemed withdrawn.

4. The proposed restrictive amendment is unacceptable in its present form.  The wording is confusing and does not precisely describe the boundaries.  Applicant and RDSM are free to file a new proposed restrictive amendment that precisely describes the territory to be restricted.

5. On March 9, 2005, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab), an intervenor in this case, filed a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule the Hearing Scheduled for April 11, 2005.  As grounds therein, Yellow Cab states that both counsel for Yellow Cab are scheduled to appear in a previously scheduled hearing that conflicts with the scheduled hearing of the instant case.

6. On March 15, 2005, Golden West Commuter, LLC filed a Reply to the Motion stating that it has no objection to vacating and resetting the hearing provided that the rescheduled hearing date is available on counsel’s calendar and that the rescheduling does not affect its right to obtain discovery from Applicant.

7. On March 21, 2005, Yellow Cab filed a notice to withdraw its motion to vacate and reschedule the hearing.  Yellow Cab states that the scheduling conflict of counsel has been resolved.  Yellow Cab requests that the hearing be held as scheduled.  The hearing setting for April 11, 2005 will remain.

8. Notice is taken that Applicant is a limited liability company.  It appears from the official file of the Commission that Applicant is not represented by an attorney.  Rule 21 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21 requires that an attorney in good standing before the Colorado Supreme Court represent entities appearing before the Commission.  Individuals, who are not attorneys who appear before the Commission, with some exceptions, stated in the Rule and Section 13-1-127, C.R.S. may only represent their individual interest in a proceeding.  Applicant is advised to review the provisions of Rule 21.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The restrictive amendment filed by Colorado Cab Service, LLC and RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs is rejected.
