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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire by Sandy Rakotovao, doing business as ER Express (ER Express).

2. In Decision No. R05-0342-I (Mailed Date of March 21, 2005), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) set this matter for hearing on April 28, 2005.  Notably, the ALJ selected that date based upon the Stipulated Motion to Reschedule Hearing filed by Intervenor Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab), on March 14, 2005.  Yellow Cab filed the Stipulated Motion in response to the ALJ’s directive in Decision No. R05-0271-I (Mailed Date of March 4, 2005).  That motion stated that Yellow Cab had consulted with ER Express prior to filing the motion, and that ER Express was available for hearing on April 28, 2005.  The motion did not mention any dates in March 2005 (or even prior to April 25, 2005) as being available to both parties for hearing.

3. On March 22, 2005, ER Express filed its motion requesting that the hearing be set for March 29, 2005.  The motion does not state that any representations made by Yellow Cab in the Stipulated Motion regarding the parties’ availability for hearing were inaccurate.  Nor does the motion explain why ER Express is now requesting a hearing on a date that was not specified in the Stipulated Motion.

4. The motion to set the hearing on March 29, 2005 fails to state good cause, and, therefore, is denied.  If, for good reason, ER Express is now unable to attend a hearing on April 28, 2005, it should consult with Yellow Cab and submit a list of dates available to both parties during the period April 11, 2005 through May 6, 2005.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion to set the hearing in this matter for March 29, 2005 by Sandy Rakotovao, doing business as ER Express, is denied.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
