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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application to Discontinue or Curtail Jurisdictional Telecommunications Services by Premier Communications of Colorado, Inc. (Premier).  Premier filed the Application on March 15, 2005 and requests Commission permission to discontinue providing telecommunications services, in particular, local exchange service.  On March 16, 2005, the Commission issued Decision No. C05-0308 assigning this case to an administrative law judge for further proceedings.

2. In this Application, Premier is proposing to discontinue providing its local telephone service effective May 1, 2005.  Therefore, it is necessary to expedite the Commission proceeding here.  The Administrative Law Judge now schedules a prehearing conference on April 5, 2005.  The parties shall appear at that time and be prepared to discuss the procedural schedule for this case, including: an expedited date for hearing and the dates for filing of the parties’ testimony and exhibits.

3. The Application indicates that Premier is a corporation and is being represented in this docket by Todd Stern, apparently a non-attorney.  According to the Application, Mr. Stern is the Acting President of Premier.  At the prehearing conference scheduled below, the Administrative Law Judge will consider Mr. Stern’s authority to represent Premier in this proceeding as a preliminary matter.  Mr. Stern will be prepared to address whether Premier is a closely-held corporation (less than three owners) and to clarify his authority to appear on behalf of Premier in this proceeding.
