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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for an Order Authorizing the Construction of a Roadway Crossing over the Great Western Railway Track by the Town of Windsor (Windsor) filed on April 28, 2004.

2. On March 9, 2005, Windsor filed a Motion for Approval of Application (Motion).  The Motion sought approval of a Stipulation (attached to the Motion) entered into by the parties to this proceeding designed to resolve all disputed issues.

3. On March 21, 2005, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Anthony M. Marquez entered an Order requiring the parties to file a pleading addressing certain aspects of the Stipulation within seven days; i.e., on or before March 28, 2005.
  See, Decision No. R05-0340-I.

4. On March 28, 2005, Windsor filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Interim Order of Administrative Law Judge Anthony M. Marquez, Dated March 21, 2005 (Motion for Extension).  The Motion for Extension requests that the filing requirement imposed by Decision No. R05-0340-I be extended to April 20, 2005.  As grounds therefore, Windsor states that its counsel will be unavailable from March 28, 2005 through April 4, 2005.  In addition, it indicates that additional time is needed to confer with other interested parties in connection with its apparent desire to request that approval of this application be made contingent on the Commission’s approval to two additional railroad crossing applications that have yet to be filed.  Windsor represents in the Motion for Extension that no other party objects to the relief requested therein.

5. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Extension will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Interim Order of Administrative Law Judge Anthony M. Marquez, Dated March 21, 2005 filed by the Town of Windsor is granted.

2. The parties to this proceeding shall file a pleading addressing the matters discussed in Decision No. R05-0340-I on or before April 20, 2005.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
