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I. statement
1. On February 9, 2005, CCG Communications, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services and Letter of Registration to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Posting of Notice Application Filed on February 10, 2005.  

3. On March 9, 2005, the Commission referred this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and deemed the Application complete as of that date.  

4. On March 16, 2005, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its intervention of right and request for hearing.  This is the only intervention in this proceeding.  

5. By Decision No. R05-0336-I the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this proceeding for April 6, 2005 and established a requirement that counsel for Applicant file a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice in this matter.  

6. On April 1, 2005, Applicant and Staff filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and to Vacate Prehearing Conference.  Appended to the Joint Motion was the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  

7. As grounds for granting the Joint Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference (Motion), the parties state that they have reached a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement which, if accepted, will settle all issues in this proceeding.  The Motion states good cause, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party, and the Motion will be granted.  The prehearing conference scheduled for April 6, 2005 will be vacated.  In addition, in view of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, by this Order the ALJ will vacate the requirement that counsel for Applicant file a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice in this matter.  

8. The Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement will be taken under advisement.  

9. As it is a Joint Motion, response time to the Joint Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled in this matter for April 6, 2005 is vacated.  

3. The requirement that Lance J.M. Steinhart, Esq., file a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice is vacated.  

4. The Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is taken under advisement.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
