I. STATEMENT

1. These consolidated dockets concern tariff revisions proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) in its Advice Letter No. 1421-Electric and Advice Letter No. 631-Gas.

2. On April 1, 2005, Commission Staff (Staff) filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time.  The motion requests that the procedural schedule for filing Intervenor testimony and exhibits, Public Service’s rebuttal testimony and exhibits, and post-hearing statements of position be vacated.  As grounds for vacating the procedural schedule, the motion states that the parties have reached a settlement of this case.  The motion further states that the parties will file their written settlement agreement on or before April 15, 2005.

3. Good cause having been stated, Staff’s motion is granted.  The schedule for filing Intervenor testimony and exhibits, Public Service’s rebuttal testimony and exhibits, and the parties’ statements of position is vacated.  The scheduled date for hearing (May 4, 2005) is retained in the event a hearing on the settlement is necessary.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time by Commission Staff is granted.  The previously established procedural schedule is vacated consistent with the above discussion.

2. The parties shall file their written settlement agreement on or before April 15, 2005.
