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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application to Discontinue or Curtail Jurisdictional Telecommunications Services by Premier Communications of Colorado, Inc. (Premier).  In the Application, Premier seeks Commission permission to discontinue providing telecommunications services, in particular local exchange service.

2. By Decision No. R05-0405-I (Mailed Date of April 6, 2005), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) directed the parties to submit a proposed notice of the Application to be sent to Premier’s customers in accordance with Rule 7.4 of the Rules to Discontinue Service.
  In response to that directive, Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed their Joint Motion for Approval of Customer Notice on April 8, 2005.  The Joint Motion suggests a modified (from Form A of the Rules to Discontinue Service) notice to be sent to Premier’s customers.  The Joint Motion states that Premier supports the motion and the other party to this case, Qwest Corporation, does not oppose it.

3. Good grounds having been stated, the ALJ waives response time and grants the Joint Motion consistent with the discussion here.  The ALJ concludes that the notice proposed in the Joint Motion is sufficient to apprise customers of the Application and the actions they may take in response to Premier’s request to discontinue service (e.g., choosing one of the alternate providers listed in the notice).  With two minor modifications (discussed here), the ALJ approves the proposed notice.

4. The modifications are:  The first paragraph shall be modified to state (modification to the proposed notice underscored):

This Notification is to inform you that Premier Communications of Colorado, Inc. (Premier) filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“CPUC”) on March 15, 2005 an application to stop providing basic local exchange and long distance telephone services (Docket No. 05A-107AT).

The fourth paragraph of the proposed notice shall be modified as follows (deleted language indicated by strikeout and new language underscored):

If you have any questions regarding the status of your telephone service Premier’s application you may call the CPUC Consumer Affairs Section at:

5. Except for the minor changes set forth in the above paragraph 4, the proposed notice attached to the Joint Motion is approved.  According to the Joint Motion, Premier has agreed to send the approved customer notice with the customers’ bill to be mailed on April 18 and 19, 2005.  The ALJ approves this suggestion.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the above discussion, the Joint Motion for Approval of Customer Notice by Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. Premier Communications of Colorado, Inc. shall include the notice attached to the Joint Motion, as modified in the above discussion, in its bills to customers to be sent on April 18 and 19, 2005.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
