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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R05-0347-I, mailed on March 23, 2005, the Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed on March 7, 2005 by Colorado Cab Service, LLC (Applicant) and RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs (RDSM) was rejected.

2. On April 11, 2005, Applicant and RDSM filed an Amended Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.  Applicant moves to restrictively amend the authority sought in the application as follows:

With respect to Douglas County, State of Colorado, Applicant shall not operate south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line being parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25.

RDSM states that if the above restrictive amendment is accepted by the Commission, its interests will be satisfied and its intervention can be considered withdrawn.

3. It is found and concluded that the Amended Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority is acceptable.  The restrictive amendment clearly states the boundaries of the proposed restriction, and is enforceable.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Amended Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority filed on April 11, 2005 is accepted.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
