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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was commenced on April 12, 2005, when Complainant, YMCA of the Rockies (YMCA) filed a formal complaint (Complaint) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) against Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo).
  

The Complaint also contains three motions; a Motion to Maintain Status Quo and Suspend Respondent’s Proposed Termination of Business Agreement Pending Resolution of 

2. Complaint (Motion to Maintain Status Quo), a Motion for Modification of Certain Rule 72 Procedural Requirements (Motion to Modify), and a Motion to Shorten Response Time.

3. The Motion to Maintain Status Quo seeks a Commission order preventing PSCo from terminating a Master Meter Agreement between it and YMCA on May 1, 2005.  The Motion to Modify requests that certain of the Commission’s procedural requirements pertaining to formal complaint proceedings be modified.  The Motion to Shorten Response Time requests that response time to the two aforementioned motions be shortened to April 22, 2005.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Shorten Response Time will be granted.  Any desired responses to the Motion to Maintain Status Quo and the Motion to Modify shall be filed with the Commission on or before April 22, 2005.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Shorten Response Time filed in the captioned matter by YMCA of the Rockies is granted.

2. Any desired response to the Motion to Maintain Status Quo and Suspend Respondent’s Proposed Termination of Business Agreement Pending Resolution of Complaint and Motion for Modification of Certain Rule 72 Procedural Requirements filed by YMCA of the Rockies shall be filed on or before April 22, 2005.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
