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I. statement

1. On April 12, 2005, the Union Pacific Railroad Company, the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT), and the Staff of Commission (Staff) filed a Stipulation Regarding Plan Submittals.  By this Stipulation CDOT agrees to submit quarterly status reports regarding the status of the 30 percent, 60 percent, and 90 percent plans.  The first status report shall be filed by CDOT on or before June 15, 2005.

2. The parties have included a dispute resolution mechanism for any disputes that may arise as a result of the designs.  The Stipulation allows for a forthwith hearing to be scheduled immediately, with parties agreeing to waive response time associated with any motion for forthwith hearing. 

3. Finally, CDOT waives the time limits for a decision in this proceeding under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

4. The Stipulation contains a reasonable dispute resolute mechanism for resolving disputes in this unique application.  Therefore the Stipulation is accepted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulation regarding plan submittals filed April 12, 2005 is accepted.  The Stipulation is attached to this Order as Appendix A.

2. The Colorado Department of Transportation has waived the time limits for decision contained in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
