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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 27, 2003, Cascade Village Condominium Association, Inc., and more than 25 individual customers of Mill Creek Water Sales & Distribution, LLC, filed the Complaint which commenced this docket.  On December 2, 2003, Mill Creek Water Sales & Distribution, LLC (Respondent ), filed its Answer and Motion to Dismiss.  Staff of the Commission intervened.  These are the only parties.  

2. By Decision No. R05-0446-I the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) determined that Respondent is a jurisdictional public utility.  In that decision the ALJ also scheduled a prehearing conference in this docket for May 5, 2005.  One purpose of the prehearing conference is to determine what issues, if any, remain to be resolved.  

3. By letter dated April 29, 2005, the parties informed the ALJ that no further issues remain for resolution in this proceeding; requested that the scheduled prehearing conference be vacated; and requested that Decision No. R05-0446-I be made a recommended decision.  The request to vacate the prehearing conference states good cause, no party will be prejudiced by granting the request, and the request will be granted.  The prehearing conference scheduled for May 5, 2005, will be vacated.  

4. All parties agree with the request.  As a result, response time will be waived.  

5. By separate order, Decision No. R05-0446-I will be issued as a recommended decision.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request that the scheduled prehearing conference be vacated is granted.  

2. The May 5, 2005 prehearing conference in this proceeding is vacated.  

3. Response time to the request is waived.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
