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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for an order authorizing the installation of a railroad crossing protection device to be constructed on the right-of-way of the Union Pacific Railroad Company and 3rd Street by the Town of Paonia (Paonia).

2. By Decision No. C05-0131 (Mailed Date of February 1, 2005), the Commission set this case for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge on June 27, 2005.  The Administrative Law Judge established the procedural schedule for this case by Decision No. R05-0177-I (Mailed Date of February 10, 2005).

3. On May 2, 2005, Paonia and Intervenor the County of Delta filed their Joint Request for Extension of Time.  The motion requests that the prehearing schedule be extended for 60 days and that the June 27, 2005 hearing be rescheduled to a time no earlier than August 27, 2005.  As grounds for these requests, the motion states that the Application is likely to be settled, but additional time is needed to finalize that settlement.  In addition, Applicant Paonia states that it waives the time limits for a Commission decision as set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

4. Good grounds having been stated, the motion is granted.  The prehearing schedule is extended as provided below, and the hearing is rescheduled to August 29, 2005.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Request for Extension of Time by the Town of Paonia and Intervenor the County of Delta is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. The parties shall comply with the following procedural schedule:  (a) Applicant the Town of Paonia shall file its list of witnesses in support of the Application, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of its exhibits on or before July 5, 2005; (b) Intervenors shall file their lists of witnesses, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of their exhibits on or before July 25, 2005; (c) The parties shall file prehearing motions on or before August 10, 2005; and (d) The parties shall file responses to prehearing motions on or before August 22, 2005.

3. Applicant the Town of Paonia’s waiver of the time limits for decision set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is hereby acknowledged.
