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I. statement

1. On May 4, 2005, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) filed its Request for Extension of Time.  By this pleading the UPRR seeks an extension of 30 days to and including May 30, 2005 in which to file the signed construction and maintenance and license agreements.  As grounds for the motion UPRR points to the workload that occurs in the spring contracting season, which is making it difficult to complete and assemble the exhibits.
