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I. statement 

1. On February 22, 2005, the Commission mailed Decision No. C05-0206 in this proceeding.  In that decision the Commission specified the annual report forms which each electric, steam, or water utility holding a certificate of public convenience and necessity is to use to file its Annual Report for calendar year 2004 (2004 Annual Report).  Id. at ¶ 2 and Appendix A.  The Commission stated that the 2004 Annual Reports are to be filed no later than April 30, 2005, and that a filing utility may request an enlargement of time.  Id. at ¶¶ 4-6.  

The Commission also specified the one filing requirement which cannot be waived or extended:  A motion for extension of time to file a 2004 Annual Report “shall not include a request for extension of time to file Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 6 (emphasis added).
  The 

2. reference to Form DR 525 is a reference to “the report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 3.  Thus, the time for filing of the required Form DR 525 cannot be extended.  

3. On April 12, 2005, Lamar Light and Power (Lamar), submitted a request for extension of time to file its annual report (request).  Lamar seeks an extension of time, to and including May 31, 2005, within which to file its 2004 Annual Report.  Lamar enclosed with its submission a copy of its DR 525 which it has provided to the Colorado Department of Revenue.  In the filing Lamar states good cause, and granting the request will not prejudice any party.  The request will be granted.  

4. On May 4, 2005, Wheatland Electric (Wheatland), a cooperative electric association, submitted a request for an extension of time to file its annual report (request).  Wheatland seeks an extension of time, to and including June 15, 2005, within which to file its 2004 Annual Report.  As a cooperative electric association subject to article 9.5 of title 40, C.R.S., Wheatland is not required to file a DR 525.  In the filing Wheatland states good cause, and granting the request will not prejudice any party.  The request will be granted.  

5. No party will be prejudiced by waiving the response time to the requests.  The time to respond to the Lamar request and to the Wheatland request will be waived.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request for extension of time to file annual report filed by Lamar Power and Light is granted.  

2. The time within which Lamar Power and Light must file its 2004 Annual Report with the Commission is extended to and including May 31, 2005.  

3. The request for extension of time to file annual report filed by Wheatland Electric is granted.  

4. The time within which Wheatland Electric must file its 2004 Annual Report with the Commission is extended to and including June 15, 2005.  

5. Response time to the requests for extension of time to file annual report is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
