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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was commenced on March 28, 2005, when Matrix Telecom, Inc., filed an application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services.

2. The Commission gave public notice of the application on March 30, 2005.

3. On April 27, 2005, the Commission deemed the application complete and assigned it to the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) for hearing and further processing.

4. On May 4, 2005, the Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 9(d) and Rule 24(a)(1), and Request for Hearing.

5. On May 10, 2005, the ALJ informally requested that the parties advise him of their availability for a pre-hearing conference to be held on or before May 25, 2005.  On May 16, 2005, counsel for Staff advised that the parties had reached an agreement in principle to settle all disputed issues in this proceeding.  Staff counsel indicated that parties would be filing a written settlement agreement on or before May 27, 2005.

6. In light of the foregoing, it will not be necessary to hold a pre-hearing conference at this time.  Instead, the parties will be ordered to file either a settlement agreement or advisements concerning their availability for a pre-hearing conference to be held on or before June 8, 2005, on or before May 27, 2005.  In the event pre-hearing conference advisements are filed, the parties are urged to confer in an attempt to reach agreement on a procedural schedule that will result in completion of the hearing in this matter no later than August 24, 2005.
   

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before May 27, 2005, the parties to this proceeding will file either a settlement agreement resolving all disputed issues in this proceeding or, in the alternative, their individual advisements concerning their availability for a pre-hearing conference to be held on or before June 8, 2005.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
