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I. statement

1. On May 26, 2005, a prehearing conference was held by telephone.

2. Appearances were entered on behalf of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) and The Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT).

3. Union Pacific and CDOT stated that the parties have settled the matter in principle, and they expect to file a Settlement Agreement.

4. It was orally ordered that Union Pacific shall file a Settlement Agreement on or before August 15, 2005, or alternatively, a report that the matter needs to proceed to hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Union Pacific Railroad Company shall on or before August 15, 2005 file a Settlement Agreement or alternatively, notification of the need to proceed to hearing.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
