I. statement
1. Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 74030 commenced this proceeding against Rick A. Hart, doing business as Centennial Towing (Respondent).  

2. On April 7, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  That Order set the hearing in this matter for June 6, 2005.  

3. Staff of the Commission (Staff) and Respondent are the only parties in this matter.  

4. On May 26, 2005, Staff and Respondent (Movants) filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing Date (Motion).  In that filing the Movants state that they are engaged in settlement discussions and ask that the scheduled hearing be vacated to permit additional time for continuation of those discussions.  

5. The Commission favors settlements; and, thus, the Motion states good cause.  As all parties are Movants, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  Movants do not state when a settlement might be reached and do not propose a date by which a settlement might be filed.  Movants do not request a new hearing date to address the possibility that an agreement is not reached.  To deal with these shortcomings, the Motion will be granted with the following conditions:  (a) a written stipulation and settlement agreement in this matter shall be filed on or before June 17, 2005; and (b) if no settlement is filed and if no extension of time to file a settlement is requested and granted, then hearing in this matter will be held on July 8, 2005.  

6. As all parties are signatories to the Motion, response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled for June 6, 2005, is vacated.  

3. On or before June 17, 2005, Staff of the Commission and Rick A. Hart, doing business as Centennial Towing, shall file a written stipulation and settlement agreement.  

In the event no settlement agreement is filed within the time specified in Ordering Paragraph No. 3, and absent further Order, hearing in this matter shall be conducted on the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:
