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I. statement

1. On May 27, 2005, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion to Suspend the Procedural Schedule and to Waive Response Time.

2. By Decision No. C05-0118, mailed on January 26, 2005, the Commission established a prudence review involving purchases of natural gas by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for the period July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004.  The Commission established May 25, 2005 as the deadline to file answer testimony and June 9, 2005 to file rebuttal testimony.  A hearing has been scheduled for June 24, 2005.

3. Staff states that it has talked to Public Service concerning a possible settlement of the matter.  Staff requests that the procedural schedule be suspended while Staff and Public Service negotiate a potential settlement.  Staff does not ask that the hearing date of June 24, 2005 be vacated but rather preserved as a setting for a hearing on a settlement agreement.

4. Good cause having been shown, Staff’s Unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule and to Waive Response Time will be granted.  However, the scheduled hearing date will be vacated.  A new hearing date for either hearing on the merits or for hearing on a settlement agreement will be reset.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The unopposed motion of Staff of the Public Utilities Commission to suspend procedural schedule is granted.

2. The hearing currently scheduled for June 24, 2005 is vacated.

3. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall on or before July 1, 2005 file a report with the Commission concerning the status of the settlement negotiations.  If a settlement is not possible, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall so indicate and provide stipulated hearing dates for the resetting of this matter.

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
