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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R05-0400, mailed on April 5, 2005, a recommended decision was issued on the merits of the complaint.

2. In the Statement of Position on the merits filed by James and Linda Lysaght and Richard and Phyllis Gleinn, Complainants requested an order of the Commission requiring Dallas Creek Water Company (Respondent) to pay costs associated with bringing the complaint before the Commission.  Complainants attached to their Statement of Position documents in support of attorney’s fees and costs paid by Complainants.

3. In the Recommended Decision on the merits, Respondent, who had not had an opportunity to respond to the request for fees and costs, was given 20 days from the mailing date of the recommended decision to respond to Complainants’ request.

4. On April 22, 2005, Respondent filed a Response to Complainant’s request for an award of fees and costs.

5. On May 23, 2005, Complainant Richard Gleinn filed a pleading stating that he had been out of town for an extended period of time and upon his return received Respondent’s response.  Mr. Gleinn answers Respondent’s objections to an award of fees and costs and offers to provide further documentation to the Commission in support of its request for fees and costs.

6. The Administrative Law Judge will request that Complainants further document their request for fees and costs in which all costs are itemized and stated with particularity as relating to the instant Commission proceeding.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Complainant Richard Gleinn is granted a period of 20 days from the mailing date of this Interim Order to provide further documentation of requested fees and costs.

2. Dallas Creek Water Company may respond within 15 days of receipt of Complainant’s further documentation.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
