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I. statement  
1. On April 1, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed its Electric Quality of Service Plan (QSP) report with the Commission.  

2. On May 2, 2005, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its Verification Report of the QSP Results.  

3. On May 2, 2005, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Protest and Request for Hearing with respect to the QSP report.  

4. On June 1, 2005, the Commission granted OCC's request for a hearing; listed two issues for hearing; and referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Decision No. C05-0633.  The Commission also assigned a new docket number to this matter.  The Commission did not designate the parties in this proceeding and did not establish an intervention period.  

5. It is necessary to establish an intervention period in this matter.  The ALJ will establish a two-week intervention period, which will expire close of business on June 23, 2005.  A person, including Staff and OCC, who desires to intervene must do so within this period.  

6. In addition, it is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this matter.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on June 27, 2005.  The provisions of Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-79(b)(3) and 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(4) will govern this prehearing conference.  

7. The first issue which the parties should be prepared to discuss is whether the two issues identified by the Commission in Decision No. C05-0633 are the only issues in this proceeding.  

8. In addition, the parties must be prepared to discuss these matters at the prehearing conference:  (a) date by which PSCo will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which an intervenor will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which PSCo will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) date by which each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) date by which each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (f) whether a final prehearing conference is necessary and, if it is, the date for that prehearing conference; (g) date by which the parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (h) hearing date; and (i) date for each party to file its post-hearing statement of position (assuming the parties wish to file statements of position) and whether response should be permitted.  

9. Further, parties should be prepared to discuss any matters pertaining to discovery if the procedures and time frames of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77 are not sufficient.  Parties should review, and be prepared to discuss to the extent relevant, the matters outlined in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(5).  A party may raise any additional issue.  

10. In considering proposed dates, parties should keep in mind any timeframe for Commission decision which may apply to PSCo's electric QSP and must be prepared to inform the ALJ of any such timeframe (including the Commission decision number which establishes the applicable timeframe, if any).  

11. The ALJ expects the parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all deadlines.  The parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing date(s) which are satisfactory to both parties.  

12. If the parties are able to reach agreement on a procedural schedule in advance of the prehearing conference date and if there are no issues which require discussion at a prehearing conference, the parties may file a proposed procedural schedule in advance of the prehearing conference
 and may request that the prehearing conference be vacated.  Such a request will be due on or before noon on June 24, 2005.  In the event the parties make the June 24, 2005 filing, the filing party will be ordered to provide a copy of the filing directly to the ALJ's office at the time the filing is made.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. A person who seeks to intervene in this proceeding shall file an intervention on or before close of business on June 23, 2005.  

2. A prehearing conference in this docket is scheduled as follows:

3. If the parties reach agreement on a procedural schedule and hearing dates and if there are no issues to be discussed at the scheduled prehearing conference, parties may file a proposed procedural schedule in advance of the prehearing conference and may request that the prehearing conference be vacated.  Such a request must be filed on or before noon on June 24, 2005.  In the event the parties make the June 24, 2005 filing, the filing party shall provide a copy of the filing directly to the Administrative Law Judge's office at the time the filing is made.  

4. The parties must be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference the matters set forth above.  

5. The parties shall follow the procedures as set out above.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
