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I. statement

1. On April 22, 2005, Rocky Mountain Access Transportation, Inc. (Rocky Mountain), filed its Application for Permanent Common Carrier Authority (Application).  That Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  See Notice of Application Filed dated May 2, 2005.  The Notice, inter alia, established a 30-day intervention period.  On this same date, the Commission gave notice of the Application to all interested parties in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  

3. The Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for July 6, 2005.  

4. On May 27, 2005, Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels), intervened of right.  

5. On June 1, 2005, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab), intervened in the application.

6. On June 13, 2005, Yellow Cab filed its Stipulated Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing and Dates for Witness Lists and Exhibits.  

7. Yellow Cab states that Counsel has a scheduling conflict with the hearing date set in this matter.  After conferring with counsel for Rocky Mountain and Kids Wheels, Counsel for Yellow Cab is authorized to represent that all parties stipulate to vacating the hearing scheduled for July 6, 2005, and resetting it to another mutually convenient date.  Several mutually agreeable dates are suggested.

8. Yellow Cab further states that all parties stipulate to vacate and reschedule the dates for filing and serving their lists of witnesses and copies of their exhibits, which are now due on June 13 and 23, 2005, respectively.  The parties request that those dates be rescheduled to 30 days and 20 days, respectively, before the rescheduled hearing.

9. On June 14, 2005, Rocky Mountain filed Applicant’s Reply to Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing.  

10. Rocky Mountain has no objection to the vacating and rescheduling of the hearing currently set for July 6, 2005, if the time for Rule 71(b) compliance is extended in accordance with Yellow Cab’s motion, the rescheduled hearing date is set on one of the available dates or on another available date, and the Commission uses its best efforts to set the rescheduled hearing on the earliest available date.  

11. Good cause appearing therefor, and the parties having stipulated and agreed, the hearing in this matter will be rescheduled to August 23, 2005.  

12. To allow the parties time to each file and serve their respective lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits, and prepare for hearing, the Administrative Law Judge will establish the following filing deadlines:  (a) Rocky Mountain shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits no later than July 22, 2005; and (b) Yellow Cab and Kids Wheels shall file and serve their lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits no later than August 2, 2005.    

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The request of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab to reschedule the hearing in this matter, stipulated or joined by Rocky Mountain Access Transportation, Inc., and Kids Wheels, LLC, is granted.
