I. statement
1. By Decision No. C05-0075 the Commission established a prudence review proceeding for Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-PNG (Aquila), for the natural gas purchases made by Aquila in the period July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004.  That decision made Staff of the Commission (Staff) a party in this matter.  

2. The Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) intervened in this proceeding.  The only parties in this matter are Aquila, OCC, and Staff.  

3. By Decision No. R05-0261-I the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established a procedural schedule and dates for a prehearing conference and for hearing in this matter.  

4. On June 23, 2005, Aquila filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Hearing, or Alternatively to Use the Hearing Date for Settlement Hearing, and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  In that filing Aquila states that the parties have reached a settlement which, if accepted by the Commission, will resolve all issues in this proceeding.  A Settlement Agreement and Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement accompanied the Motion.  

5. This Order addresses only the portion of the Motion which seeks to vacate the procedural schedule.  The ALJ will take under advisement the portion of the Motion which seeks to vacate the hearing or, in the alternative, to use the hearing date for a hearing on the Settlement.  

6. The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted; the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R05-0261-I will be vacated; and the prehearing conference scheduled for July 26, 2005 will be vacated.  The hearing scheduled for August 3, 2005 will be preserved pending further Order.  

7. Because all parties support the Motion, the Motion for Waiver of Response Time will be granted.  Response to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R05-0261-I, except the hearing date, is vacated.  

3. The prehearing conference scheduled for July 26, 2005 is vacated.  

4. The hearing date of August 3, 2005 is retained, pending further Order.  

5. The Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

6. Response to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is waived.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
