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I. statement
1. Lisa O'Farrell, doing business as Designated Driver (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Applications Filed, dated March 21, 2005 (Notice), at 4.  CUSA BCCAE, LLC, and Casino Transportation, Inc. (collectively, Intervenors), each filed a timely intervention of right.  Applicant and Intervenors are the only parties in this matter.  

3. On April 22, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  That Order set the hearing in this matter for May 26, 2005.  

4. On May 26, 2005, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called the matter to hearing as scheduled.  At that time the parties informed the ALJ that they had reached an agreement in principle which agreement, if accepted, would settle all issues in this matter.  To give the parties time to reduce the agreement to writing and to file the agreement with the Commission, the ALJ continued the hearing and scheduled the continued hearing for June 15, 2005.  

5. On June 14, 2005, Applicant and Intervenors filed a Stipulation for Approval of Permanent Authority and for Withdrawal of Interventions (Stipulation).  The parties agreed to a limiting amendment to the Application; as a result, Intervenors agreed to withdraw their interventions if the Application, as modified in that filing, is approved.  If accepted, the Stipulation would settle this docket.  As a result, the hearing scheduled for June 15, 2005 was vacated.  Decision No. R05-0741-I.  

6. The ALJ reviewed the filed Stipulation and, in particular, compared the geographic areas which would be served by Applicant if the Stipulation is accepted to the geographic areas to be served contained in the Notice.  To be acceptable, the geographic areas can be no larger than, and must fall within the original boundaries of, the geographic area(s) described in the Application as noticed.  Although acceptable in all other particulars, the Stipulation does not meet this requirement.  

7. The geographic areas defined in the Stipulation include areas not included in the original Application as noticed.  Specifically, the call-and-demand service in the Stipulation includes service to portions of Clear Creek, Park, and Jefferson Counties which were not included in the Notice; and the taxi service in the Stipulation includes service to portions of Clear Creek and Jefferson Counties which were not included in the Notice.  As a result, the proposed amendment to the Application is not restrictive and will not be accepted.  Thus, the Stipulation will be rejected.  

8. Rejection of the Stipulation means that the interventions are not withdrawn.  The Application remains contested and opposed.  

9. As stated above, the hearing date in this matter was vacated.  It is necessary to schedule a new hearing date.  To accomplish this, Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before July 15, 2005, a list of three proposed hearing dates in August, 2005 which are acceptable to all parties.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the proposed dates for the hearing.  

10. In the alternative, the parties may file, on or before July 15, 2005, a new stipulation which addresses the issue discussed above.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Stipulation for Approval of Permanent Authority and for Withdrawal of Interventions filed on June 14, 2005 is rejected.  

2. Applicant, Lisa O'Farrell, doing business as Designated Driver shall file, on or before July 15, 2005, a list of three proposed hearing dates in August, 2005 which are acceptable to all parties.  In the alternative, the parties may file, on or before July 15, 2005, a stipulation which addresses the issue discussed above.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
