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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application of the E-470 Public Highway Authority (E-470) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on May 3, 2005.  

2. By Decision No. C05-0747 (Mailed Date of June 16, 2005), the Commission set this case for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) commencing on September 26, 2005.  The ALJ established the procedural schedule for this case by Decision No. R05-0770-I (Mailed Date of June 22, 2005).

3. On June 27, 2005, Union Pacific Railroad Company filed its Motion to Reset Hearing Date.  The motion requests that the hearing date be reset to accommodate scheduling conflicts.
