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I. statement

1. The above-captioned application was filed with the Commission on May 9, 2005 by Great Transport, Inc. (Great Transport).  The Notice of Applications Filed was issued to the public by the Commission on May 16, 2005.  That notice read as follows:

For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

(1)
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado. 

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as follows: 

(A)
against providing any transportation service to or from Denver International Airport; and 

(B)
against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels.
2. Several interventions as of right were timely filed:  RDSM Transportation, LTD., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (RDSM), June 6, 2005; Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab, June 14, 2005; and Golden West Commuter, LLC, June 15, 2005.  Hearing in the matter is scheduled to be held on July 18, 2005.

3. On June 28, 2005, RDSM and Great Transport filed their Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.  The stipulation proposes amendments to the application, which, if accepted by the Commission, would result in the withdrawal of RDSM’s intervention.  The stipulation proposes to restrict the service territory:  application as follows:

With respect to Douglas County, State of Colorado, Applicant shall not operate south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line being parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25.  

It is found that the amendment is more appropriately stated as a modification to the territorial scope of the authority, rather than a territorial restriction upon service.  The amendment restricts the scope of the application as noticed, is clearly stated, and enforceable.  Accordingly, such amendment shall be accepted as a limit upon the territorial scope of authority sought by Great Transport and the intervention of RDSM may be deemed withdrawn; i.e., the RDSM withdrawal will be granted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed jointly by Applicant Great Transport, Inc., and RDSM Transportation, LTD., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, is granted.  The restriction is accepted as a modification to the territorial scope of the application and the withdrawal of intervention is accepted.

2. Unless further restricted, any authority granted to Applicant, Great Transport, Inc. in this proceeding shall read as follows:

Transportation, in call-and-demand limousine service, of

passengers and their baggage, 

(1)
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and all points in the County of Douglas, State of Colorado, that are located north of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line being parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25, State of Colorado. 

RESTRICTIONS:  Restricted: 

a. against providing any transportation service to or from Denver International Airport; and

b. against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
