I. statement

1. On June 29, 2005, Applicant, Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) and Intervenor Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad Company (BNSF) filed a joint motion to vacate the hearing of the captioned applications scheduled for June 30, 2005.

2. Counsel for CDOT states that its previous counsel Tracy Kinsella has left the Office of the Attorney General.  CDOT states that new counsel for CDOT has been substituted as indicated in the Substitution of Counsel filed by CDOT on June 29, 2005.

3. Due to the recent substitution and the likelihood that the matter will be resolved without a need for a hearing, the motion states good grounds and should be granted.

4. The parties request a 90-day extension for hearing of the applications.  The parties state that BNSF has completed is cost estimates and submitted them to Applicant.  CDOT is currently waiting for internal documents in order that this matter proceed to the contract phase.  When the documents are completed, the parties intend to negotiate contracts which will resolve the matters.  CDOT states in the motion that it waives the time limits for a Commission decision.

5. The Joint Motion to Vacate was granted by oral order.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Vacate the June 30, 2005 hearing date is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled for June 30, 2005 is vacated.

3. The parties shall on or before 90 days from the mailing date of this Interim Order file executed contracts that resolve these dockets.  Alternatively, the parties shall within 90 days of the mailing date of this Interim Order file their available dates for hearing.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
