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I. statement

1. In accordance with Decision No. R05-0812-I, a prehearing conference in this matter was held on July 6, 2005.  The parties suggested a procedural schedule which is largely incorporated in the Order below.  The parties suggested a hearing date that is somewhat further into the future that would normally be considered.  However, the parties are engaged in an interconnection arbitration proceeding they seek to complete prior to the resolution of this proceeding.
