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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Great Transport, Inc., was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on May 9, 2005.  

2. By minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held on June 22, 2005, the Commission referred this case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  On the same date, the Commission also issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, setting a hearing to commence on July 18, 2005.  

3. By Decision No. R05-0851-I, the ALJ vacated the hearing scheduled to be heard on July 18, 2005 and set a pre-hearing conference on July 13, 2005.  The pre-hearing conference was intended to deal with all issues contemplated by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(b)(5) as well as pending motions.  The ALJ held the prehearing conference, as set, and all parties were present, were represented, and participated.  

4. Initially clarifying questions were raised by the ALJ regarding the pending Stipulation of Parties, Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Withdraw Intervention.  The matter was taken under advisement and will be ruled upon by separate order.

5. Discussion was held regarding setting a procedural schedule, in light of ongoing settlement negotiations. Following discussion, the procedural schedule is adopted.  

6. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before August 15, 2004, Great Transport, Inc., may supplement its List of Witnesses and Exhibits in Support of Application; (b) on or before August 25, 2004, all intervenors may supplement or file, as applicable, their respective list of witnesses and exhibits to be called at hearing; (c) the hearing will be held on September 13, 2004; and (d) any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence.  

7. The parties shall provide the decision number when referring to or citing a Commission decision.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The modified procedural schedule set out above is adopted.
