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I. statement
1. On September 30, 2004, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration of an Interconnection Agreement with Union Telephone Company, doing business as Union Cellular (Union).  Union filed its Response to Petition for Arbitration on October 25, 2004.  Qwest and Union are the only parties to this proceeding.  

On July 6, 2005, a prehearing conference was held in this proceeding.  The parties proposed a procedural schedule and hearing dates which the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) found acceptable.  Hearing in this matter is scheduled for November 7 through 9, 2005.  Decision No. R05-0852-I.  

2. On July 15, 2005, Union filed a Motion to Change the Date of Hearing (Motion).  In that filing Union states that one of its chief witnesses is not available on the scheduled hearing dates but is available November 14 through 16, 2005.  Union asks that the hearing dates be changed and states that Qwest does not object to the requested change.  

3. The Motion states good cause, and granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ is available for hearing on November 14 through 16, 2005.  The parties have waived or extended the time for Commission decision in this matter.  Decision No. R05-0852-I.  Accordingly, the Motion will be granted.  The November 7 through 9 hearing dates will be vacated, and the hearing will be scheduled for November 14 through 16, 2005.  

4. Granting the Motion requires a slight modification to the existing procedural schedule.  Because the hearing will be held on November 14 through 16, 2005, the date for filing post-hearing statements of position will be changed.  On or before December 16, 2005, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position to which there will be no response.  Except as modified by this Order, Decision No. R05-0852-I will remain in effect.  

5. Because Qwest does not oppose the Motion, the time for response will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Change the Date of Hearing is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for November 7 through 9, 2005 is vacated.  

3. Hearing in this matter shall be conducted on the following dates, at the following times, and in the following location:

6. The time for response to the Motion to Change the Date of Hearing is waived.
