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I. statement
1. On April 12, 2005, YMCA of the Rockies (Complainant) filed, inter alia, a Formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission established a procedural schedule in this matter.  Order to Satisfy or Answer dated April 13, 2005.  In that Order the Commission established a procedural schedule.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. On April 13, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  The ALJ vacated that hearing date.  

4. The ALJ subsequently established a procedural schedule and hearing dates.  Then, on motion of the parties, she vacated that schedule and those hearing dates.  

5. Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened, and Mesa State College is amicus curiae.  The active parties in this proceeding are Complainant, Respondent, and Staff.  

6. Respondent filed an Answer which put this matter at issue.  

7. In response to Decision No. R05-0895-I, Complainant submitted a proposed procedural schedule and hearing dates which are acceptable to all parties.  The ALJ will adopt the proposed schedule and hearing dates.  

8. The following schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before August 11, 2005, Respondent and Staff each will file answer testimony
 and copies of its exhibits; (b) on or before September 1, 2005, Complainant will file rebuttal testimony and copies of its exhibits; (c) on or before September 1, 2005, Respondent and Staff each will file cross-answer testimony
 and copies of its exhibits; (d) on or before September 7, 2005, each party will file its prehearing motions (including any dispositive motion); (e) a final prehearing conference will be held on September 14, 2005;
 (f) on or before September 14, 2005, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (g) hearing will be held on September 22 and 23, 2005; (h) on or before October 7, 2005, each party will file its statement of position (limited to 20 pages); and (i) on or before October 14, 2005, each party will file its reply (limited to 10 pages) to the statements of position filed by other parties.  

9. The parties will provide the ALJ with a copy of any motion, of any response to a motion, and of any stipulation.  The party making the filing will provide the copy to the ALJ in her office at the time the filing is made with the Commission.  This requirement does not reduce the number of copies which must be filed with the Commission.  

10. The requirements pertaining to discovery, to providing copies of decisions, and to other matters discussed in orders previously issued in this proceeding will remain in effect.
