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I. statement

1. On July 29, 2005, Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3) filed an Emergency Motion to Suspend the Procedural Schedule (Motion) and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Waiver) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion requests that the remainder of the procedural schedule established in this matter by Decision No. R05-0684-I be suspended in order to allow for the resolution of discovery disputes currently pending between Level 3 and Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  In furtherance of this request, Level 3 has indicated that it is willing to waive the provisions of § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended by the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (Act), so long as the Commission issues its initial decision in this matter no later than December 31, 2005.
  The Waiver requests that response time to the Motion be waived.

2. On July 29, 2005, Qwest filed its Response to the Motion (Response).
  The Response indicates that Qwest has no objection to the relief requested therein and, further, that it too is willing to waive the provisions of § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Act. 

3. The Motion establishes good cause to suspend the remaining procedural schedule applicable to this proceeding and will, therefore, be granted.
  The parties are directed to provide the Administrative Law Judge with a revised, mutually agreeable procedural schedule on or before August 8, 2005.  Any such schedule must provide for the completion of the hearing in this matter at least 45 days prior to December 30, 2005.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Emergency Motion to Suspend the Procedural Schedule filed in this matter by Level 3 Communications, LLC on July 29, 2005, is granted.  The Request for Waiver of Response Time to such motion is denied as moot.

2. The procedural schedule set forth in Section II, Paragraphs 3, 5 through 9, and 11 of Decision No. R05-0684-I is vacated.

3. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for August 16 through 19, 2005, is vacated.

4. On or before August 8, 2005, the parties to this proceeding shall provide the undersigned Administrative Law Judge with a revised, mutually agreeable procedural schedule in accordance with the provisions of Section I, Paragraph 3 of this Order.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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� Decision No. R05-0684-I established an October 31, 2005, a deadline for the issuance of an initial Commission decision in this matter.  December 31, 2005, falls on a Saturday.  Therefore, the initial Commission decision deadline referred to in the Motion will be modified to December 30, 2005.


� The filing of the Response renders the Waiver moot.


� On July 29, 2005, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) informally advised counsel for Level 3 and Qwest that the Motion would be granted. 


� The Response suggested that it may be necessary to further extend the initial decision deadline in order to accommodate hearing dates that comply with this timeline.  That is acceptable to the ALJ so long as Level 3 and Qwest both agree to such an extended deadline and so long as they both further waive the provisions of § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Act.
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
