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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 13, 2005, Bill Howard, doing business as Unique Taxi & Limousine Service, filed his Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  See Notice dated June 27, 2005.  The Notice, inter alia, established a 30-day intervention period and stated that this matter is set for a hearing on September 1, 2005.  On this same date, the Commission gave notice of the Application to all interested parties in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  

3. Two interventions as of right were timely filed:  San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express (Telluride Express), July 12, 2005, and Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi, July 15, 2005.  

4. On August 8, 2005, Telluride Express filed a request that the hearing in this docket be rescheduled.  

5. This request will be considered as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 22 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  Although a certificate of mailing was executed on the request, a review of the document does not indicate the date upon which service was made.  Therefore, the parties receiving the request cannot determine the date upon which a response is due pursuant to Rule 22, 4 CCR 723-1.  Further, the Commission cannot determine the date upon which the request is ripe for consideration.

6. In order to avoid confusion for all parties, and considering the short amount of time between the estimated response deadline and the scheduled hearing date, the Administrative Law Judge will sua sponte establish the response deadline to be August 18, 2005.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the motion of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express to reschedule the hearing set in this matter, shall be filed on or before August 18, 2005.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
