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I. statement

1. The Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Application Filed and established a procedural schedule governing this docket (Notice).  See Notice dated June 27, 2005.  On August 4, 2005, the Commission set the hearing in this matter for September 1, 2005, at 10:00 a.m.  See Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  

2. On August 8, 2005, Intervenor San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express (Telluride Express) filed a request that the hearing in this docket be rescheduled (Motion).  Pursuant to Decision No. R05-0968-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) construed the request as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 22 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 and established a deadline of August 18, 2005 for parties to file any response to the Motion. 

3. In the Motion, Telluride Express notes the proximity of the hearing date to the Labor Day holiday and states that its principal witness is unable to attend the hearing on September 1, 2005.  In addition, the Motion included scheduling availability for the month of September.

4. On August 16, 2005, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi), joined in the Motion to Continue the Hearing filed by Telluride Express and noted that granting the requested continuance cannot prejudice the Applicant, Bill Howard, doing business as Unique Taxi & Limousine Service (Unique Taxi), as it has received a grant of Temporary Authority in Docket No. 05A-256CP-TA.  Sunshine Taxi also provided scheduling availability through November 2005.

5. Unique Taxi filed a response to the Motion on August 17, 2005.  Unique Taxi does not oppose the continuance.  However, Mr. Howard is not available for hearing on any date proposed by Telluride Express.  He is available for hearing any day in October.

6. The Motion, joined in by Sunshine Taxi, is unopposed and states good cause.  The Motion will be granted.  The hearing in this matter scheduled for September 1, 2005, will be vacated.  Since this Order vacates the existing hearing date, the prehearing schedule established in the Notice will also be vacated.

7. It is necessary to schedule a new hearing date.  Not having scheduling availability for Telluride Express for the month of October, the ALJ left Telluride Express a voicemail request on August 17, 2005 that such availability be provided.  In response, Telluride Express faxed a list of available hearing dates in October.  After consideration of all available information, the hearing date will be rescheduled as set forth below.

8. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before September 16, 2004, Unique Taxi, must file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits that it will present at hearing; (b) on or before September 26, 2004, all intervenors must supplement or file, as applicable, their respective list of witnesses and exhibits to be presented at hearing; and (c) any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence.  Each party is reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 7(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Continuance is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for September 1, 2005, is vacated.  

3. The prehearing schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed, dated June 27, 2005, is vacated.

4. The rescheduled hearing in this matter will be conducted on the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:
