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I. statement

1. On June 7, 2005, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued an Interim Order establishing procedures and a procedural schedule in the captioned proceeding.  See, Decision No. R05-0684-I.  Among other things, that Order set this matter for hearing on August 16 through 19, 2005.

2. On August 2, 2005, the ALJ granted an Emergency Motion to Suspend the Procedural Schedule (Motion) established by Decision No. R05-0684-I filed by Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3) on July 29, 2005.
  See, Decision No. R05-0946-I.  That decision requested that the parties advise the ALJ of their proposal for a revised procedural schedule, as well as their agreement to further waive the provisions of § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended by the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (Act), in order to accommodate such a revised procedural schedule.

3. On August 18, 2005, Level 3 and Qwest Corporation filed a pleading entitled “Proposed Schedule and Waiver of the Provisions of Section 252(b)(4)(C).”  That pleading sets forth a revised procedural schedule governing this case and also confirms the parties’ willingness to further waive § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Act conditioned upon the issuance of an initial Commission decision in this matter on or before February 10, 2006.

4. The ALJ finds the revised procedural schedule proposed by the parties to be acceptable.  As a result, it will be adopted by the Order that follows.

2. Level 3 Communications, LLC and Qwest Corporation shall file their written answer testimony, in question and answer form, on or before October 17, 2005.

Level 3 Communications, LLC and Qwest Corporation shall jointly file an issues matrix containing a list of all disputed issues on or before October 28, 2005.  For each issue, the 

issues matrix shall list the position of Level 3 Communications, LLC and its proposed contractual language, and the position of Qwest Corporation and its proposed contractual language.  

3. Level 3 Communications, LLC and Qwest Corporation shall file any desired post-hearing Statements of Position on or before November 23, 2005.

4. Level 3 Communications, LLC and Qwest Corporation shall file any desired responses to the post-hearing Statements of Position filed by the other party on or before December 9, 2005.
