Subsequent to the issuance of Decision No. R05-1006, it was discovered that the granted authority should have been made as an extension to Rocky Mountain Access Transportation Inc.’s Permit No. B-9873, for accuracy and administrative efficiency.  Accordingly, Ordering paragraph 4 should have reflected that, based upon the granted application, as amended, Rocky Mountain Access Transportation, Inc. is authorized to extend 

operations under Contract Carrier Permit No B-9873 so as to include the authority granted by that decision.  As so modified, Permit No. B-9873 shall read as follows:

I.
Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage 

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson.

RESTRICTIONS:
Item I is restricted as follows:

1.
This authority is restricted to providing transportation services for clients of:  (1) Mahdi Home Health Care, Inc., 6850 E. Evans Avenue, No. 101, Denver, Colorado 80224; and (2) Rocky Mountain Medical and Home Care, Inc., 6850 E. Evans Avenue, No. 102, Denver, Colorado 80224; and 

2.
This authority is restricted to transportation services to and from the facilities of:  (1) Mahdi Home Health Care, Inc., 6850 E. Evans Avenue, No. 101, Denver, Colorado 80224; and (2) Rocky Mountain Medical and Home Care, Inc., 6850 E. Evans Avenue, No. 102, Denver, Colorado 80224; and

3.
This authority is restricted against all service to or from Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado; and

4.
This authority is restricted against all service to, from, or between points in Jefferson County, Colorado, except for service to and from the residences of Medicaid recipients living in Jefferson County.

II.
Non-emergent medical transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, 

to and from hospitals, medical clinics, therapy centers, adult daycare centers and rehabilitation centers, located within the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado. 

RESTRICTIONS:
Item II is restricted as follows:

1. 
This authority is restricted to providing non-emergent medical transportation for, and that is authorized by, LogistiCare, 3989 East Arapahoe Road, Suite 120, Centennial, Colorado 80122, only of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid and their escorts (an escort is defined as an individual whose presence is required to assist a Medicaid recipient during transport and while at the place of treatment); 

2. 
This authority is restricted against providing any transportation service to or from Denver International Airport; 

3. 
This authority is restricted against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels; 

4. 
This authority is restricted to transportation of passengers who are 19 years of age or older; and

5.
This authority is restricted to the use of a maximum of five vehicles at any one time.
