I. statement

1. The captioned application of the City of Loveland (Loveland) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on April 27, 2005.  

2. On April 29, 2005, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed.

3. On May 9, 2005, the Colorado Department of Transportation filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention in this docket.

4. On May 12, 2005, the Union Pacific Railroad Company filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention in this docket.

5. On June 10, 2005, the Commission deemed this matter complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for determination of its merits, including the status of the final contract between the parties for construction and maintenance of the subject crossing.  See, Decision No. C05-0718.  The Commission also set this matter for hearing on September 19, 2005, and directed that the ALJ establish a procedural schedule for the filing of exhibit and witness lists and any pre-filed testimony.

6. By Decision No. R05-0769-I, the ALJ established deadlines for parties to submit their witness lists and exhibits in preparation for hearing.

7. On August 29, 2005, Loveland filed its Unopposed Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  Loveland states that the parties are nearing completion of a stipulation and settlement agreement that should address all outstanding concerns in the docket.  The parties anticipate filing the stipulation on or before September 19, 2005.

8. Considering the short time to the hearing date, the parties request that the deadlines to file witness lists and exhibits in advance of the hearing be vacated so that efforts may be focused upon finalizing terms of settlement.

9. Loveland has conferred with Counsel for all other parties in the docket and is authorized to represent that no party objects to the relief sought herein.  Accordingly, a waiver of response time is sought.

10. Loveland’s motion seeking to eliminate pre-filing of witness lists and exhibits is not opposed by any party.  Good cause having been shown, the motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. Response time to the unopposed motion is waived.

3. The prehearing deadline of August 30, 2005, for the City of Loveland to serve its list of witnesses and exhibits is vacated.

4. The prehearing deadline of September 9, 2005, for the Union Pacific Railroad Company and the Colorado Department of Transportation to file and serve its list of witnesses and exhibits is vacated.  

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
