I. statement

1. The Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Application Filed (Notice) and established a procedural schedule governing this docket.  See Notice dated June 27, 2005.  On August 4, 2005, the Commission set the hearing in this matter for September 1, 2005, at 10:00 a.m.  See Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  

2. On August 8, 2005, Intervenor San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express filed a request that the hearing in this docket be rescheduled (Motion).  By Decision No. R05-0994-I, the hearing in this matter scheduled for September 1, 2005, was vacated and rescheduled to October 6, 2005. Each party is reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 7(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.
