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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 17, 2005, James M. Young (Young) filed his Complaint against Merwin’s Towing (Merwin’s or Respondent).  That Complaint commenced this docket.  

2. On August 24, 2005, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer to Respondent and issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  See Order to Satisfy or Answer and Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  The Commission scheduled a hearing in this matter commencing on October 17, 2005, in Denver, Colorado. 

3. On September 6, 2005, Young filed a request that the Commission reschedule the hearing to a location in Grand Junction or Montrose.  If the hearing date changes as  a result of this request, he provided dates during which he is not available for hearing.  

4. This request will be considered as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 22 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  No certificate of mailing was executed on the request and a review of the document does not indicate that service was made.  Therefore, the Commission cannot determine the date upon which a response is due pursuant to Rule 22, 4 CCR 723-1.  Further, the Commission cannot determine the date upon which the request is ripe for consideration.

5. In order to avoid confusion for all parties and considering the short amount of time between the estimated response deadline and the scheduled hearing date, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will sua sponte establish the response deadline to be September 20, 2005.

6. The ALJ also notes that he is not available on the currently scheduled hearing date and it will be necessary to reschedule the date of hearing.  Therefore, any response that Merwin’s files to Young’s motion should identify dates during the first two weeks of November that Merwin’s is not available for hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the motion of James M. Young to move the hearing set in this matter to Grand Junction or Montrose, shall be filed on or before September 20, 2005.

2. Any desired response should also identify any dates during the first two weeks of November 2005 that a party is not available for hearing.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
