I. statement
1. On August 11, 2005, Joanne Lah and Casino Transportation, Inc. (collectively, Applicants), filed a Verified Application for Approval of a Stock Transfer and Related Lease of the PUC Authorities of Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc., to Casino Transportation, Inc., and Request for Approval of Stock Pledges, if Necessary, and Certain Rights of Joanne Lah with Respect to the Carriers' Subsequent Operations to the Extent Approval is Required (Application).  A portion of this filing was made under seal.  This filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Application Filed, dated August 22, 2005 (Notice), at 1.  By that Notice the Commission shortened the intervention period to five days.  

3. On August 30, 2005, CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express (Intervenor), intervened.  Intervenor opposes the Application.  

4. Applicants and Intervenors are the only parties.  

5. On August 31, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in this matter.  The hearing is scheduled for September 22, 2005.  

6. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 31, 2005.  Id.  

7. In the Notice the Commission established the procedural schedule for this proceeding.  Given the September 22, 2005 hearing date, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) believes it is prudent to remind the parties of the procedural schedule:  (a) on or before September 8, 2005, Applicants will file, and serve on Intervenor, their list of witnesses
 and copies of the exhibits which they intend to offer into evidence at the hearing; and (b) on or before September 19, 2005, Intervenor will file, and serve on Applicants, its list of witnesses
 and copies of the exhibits which it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.  Note that a copy of each exhibit must be filed and not simply a list of exhibits.  

8. If the parties should reach agreement and file a stipulation, they will be ordered to provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the ALJ.  This requirement does not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. Absent further Order, Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-77(c) governs discovery in this matter.  A motion pertaining to discovery may be filed at any time, provided the Rule requirements are met.  Absent further Order, written response must be filed in accordance with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-22.  Given the relatively tight procedural schedule, the ALJ will decide a discovery-related motion as soon as practicable.  

10. The parties are advised that failure to meet the filing requirements established in the Notice and in this Order may result in dismissal of the Application (in the case of the Applicants) or of the intervention (in the case of the Intervenor).  

11. The parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the Notice and this Order.  
12. The parties are advised that no exhibit will be admitted into evidence, except in rebuttal, unless a copy of that exhibit is filed and served in accordance with the Notice and this Order.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before September 8, 2005, Joanne Lah and Casino Transportation, Inc., shall file and serve their list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits which they intend to offer at hearing.  

2. On or before September 19, 2005, CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits which it intends to offer at hearing.  

13. If the parties should reach agreement and file a stipulation, the party making the filing shall provide, at the time the stipulation is filed, a copy of the stipulation directly to the office of the Administrative Law Judge.  This requirement does not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

3. Failure to meet the filing requirements of the Notice dated August 22, 2005 or of this Order, or both, may result in dismissal or imposition of a sanction.  

4. The parties shall make the filings and shall follow the procedures specified above.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
