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I. statement
1. On April 12, 2005, YMCA of the Rockies (Complainant) filed, inter alia, a Formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened, and Mesa State College is amicus curiae.  The active parties in this proceeding are Complainant, Respondent, and Staff.  

3. Respondent filed an Answer which put this matter at issue.  

4. By Decision No. R05-0935-I, the Administrative Law Judge adopted a procedural schedule and hearing dates which were acceptable to all parties.  The procedural schedule was subsequently modified on motion.  Decision No. R05-0986-I.  

5. On September 7, 2005, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing Dates and Waive Response Time.  In the filing Staff states that its witness is unavailable for the hearing now scheduled for September 22 and 23, 2005 and requests that the hearing be rescheduled for September 26 and 27, 2005.  Staff represents that no party objects to the granting of this motion.  

6. The unopposed motion states good cause, and granting it will not prejudice any party.  The unopposed motion will be granted.  The current hearing dates will be vacated, and the hearing will be scheduled for September 26 and 27, 2005.  

7. Staff seeks a waiver of response time to the unopposed motion.  As the motion is unopposed, the waiver of response time will not prejudice any party.  The request will be granted, and response time to the unopposed motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing Dates filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff) on September 7, 2005 is granted.  

2. The hearing in this docket scheduled for September 22 and 23, 2005 is vacated.
