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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application of the E-470 Public Highway Authority (E-470) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on May 3, 2005.  

2. By Decision No. C05-0747 (Mailed Date of June 16, 2005), the Commission set this case for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) commencing on September 26, 2005.  The ALJ established the procedural schedule for this case by Decision No. R05-0770-I (Mailed Date of June 22, 2005).

3. By Decision No. R05-0828-I, the ALJ granted the unopposed request of Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) to reschedule the hearing set in this matter due to a conflict with a hearing in another matter.  The decision granted the relief sought by vacating the hearing set for September 26, 2005 and scheduling a new hearing date of October 4, 2005.  The remainder of the procedural schedule was not affected by Decision No. R05-0828-I.

4. On September 6, 2005, E-470 filed its Unopposed Motion for Enlargement of Time to Submit Witness and Exhibit Lists.  The motion recognizes that the hearing was rescheduled in this matter pursuant to prior request, and that the remainder of the procedural schedule was not affected thereby.  Now, E-470 presents an unopposed request that the remainder of the procedural schedule be modified, consistent with the hearing date set by Decision No. R05-0828-I.

5. E-470 requests an enlargement of time to file its prehearing lists of witnesses and exhibits to September 14, 2005.  Correspondingly, E-470 requests enlargement of time for UPRR to file its prehearing lists of witnesses and exhibits to September 21, 2005.

6. Counsel for E-470 represents that UPRR has no objection to the requested relief.  UPRR and E-470 being the only parties to the docket, the motion is unopposed.  Therefore, it is appropriate that response time be waived. 

7. Good grounds having been stated, the unopposed motion will be granted.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Enlargement of Time to Submit Witness and Exhibit Lists is waived and the motion is granted.

2. The time within which the E-470 Public Highway Authority shall file three copies of its list of witnesses and exhibits and serve all other parties with a copy of the same is enlarged from September 6, 2005 to on or before September 14, 2005.

3. The time within which the Union Pacific Railroad Company shall file three copies of its list of witnesses and exhibits and serve all other parties with a copy of the same is enlarged from September 16, 2005 to on or before September 21, 2005.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
