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I. STATEMENT

1. This is a civil penalty assessment proceeding brought by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) against the Respondent, Darrel Segers, doing business as Designated Driver Service.

2. By Decision No. R05-1062-I, dated September 2, 2005, the hearing in this matter was set to commence on September 27, 2005, and was to be held in Denver, Colorado.  By Decision No. R05-1124-I, dated September 16, 2005, the location of the hearing in this matter was changed to Grand Junction, Colorado.  

3. On September 22, 2005, Staff filed its Second Unopposed Motion to Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time.  Staff requests that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled due to witness unavailability.  As grounds therefor, Staff states that during the intervening period of time between the two scheduling orders above, Staff witness Mr. John Opeka made other commitments that will not allow for travel to appear in Grand Junction on the scheduled date and time.  

4. Staff Counsel conferred with Mr. Segers regarding the motion and is authorized to state that Mr. Segers does not oppose resetting the hearing date.  

5. The parties have conferred regarding scheduling availability and propose that the hearing be reset to October 20, 2005, October 21, 2005, or November 8, 2005.  

6. Considering the proximity of the scheduled hearing and that the motion is unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.  

7. Good cause having been stated, the motion will be granted.  This Order vacates the hearing now scheduled for September 27, 2005 and sets a hearing in this matter to be held on November 8, 2005.

8. The Administrative Law Judge notes for the parties’ benefit that the availability of the hearing room has not yet been confirmed for November 8, 2005.  Should the hearing need to be moved to another location in Grand Junction, the parties will be notified by separate order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Staff of the Public Utilities Commission’s Unopposed Motion to Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion to Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

3. The hearing scheduled for September 27, 2005 is vacated.
