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I. statement

1. On September 23, 2005, Intervenor Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) and Pattie and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority (Applicant) filed a Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and for Waiver of Response Time.

By this motion, Applicant requests to restrictively amend the application by adding a restriction to the requested authority to limit its service to Mesa County to four specific points in Grand Junction, Colorado in one way service only from Montrose County.  Applicant requests that Mesa County be deleted from the application and that four specific points in Grand Junction be added as a grant of authority from Montrose County.  The proposed authority in its 

entirety including previous restrictions accepted by the Commission and the new restriction proposed herein would read as follows:

I.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage in taxi service:

A.
Between all points in the County of Montrose, State of Colorado; 

B.
From all points in the County of Montrose, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the Counties of Delta, Ouray, San Juan, Gunnison, La Plata, Archuleta, Hinsdale, Pitkin, Dolores, Saguache, and San Miguel, State of Colorado on the other hand; and

C.
From all points in the County of Montrose, State of Colorado to Walker Field Airport, the Amtrak station, the Greyhound bus terminal, and St. Mary’s Hospital in Grand Junction, Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

A.
Restricted against picking up or delivering any passengers to within a 20-mile radius of the U.S. Post Office located in the Town of Telluride, Colorado; and

B.
Restricted against providing any taxi passenger service from the Montrose Regional Airport located at or near Montrose, Colorado to any point in Gunnison County, Colorado.

2. Sunshine Taxi states that if the Commission accepts the restrictive amendment regarding Mesa County it will withdraw its intervention.

3. The restrictive amendment proposed by Applicant in the Stipulation filed on September 23, 2005 is acceptable.  The amendment is restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.

4. Since this matter is now uncontested, the application qualifies for treatment pursuant to the Commission’s no hearing, modified procedure.  Thus, the hearing currently scheduled for Montrose, Colorado will be vacated and a separate recommended decision issuing the authority requested by Applicant as restricted by previous orders, and this order, will be issued.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The restrictive amendment filed by Applicant Montrose Transit Authority on September 23, 2005 in the Stipulated motion of Applicant and Sunshine Taxi is accepted.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for September 29, 2005 in Montrose, Colorado is vacated.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
