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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 3, 2005August 3, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 94-Steam

 REF AdviceLetter__  \* MERGEFORMAT 94-Steam.  By Decision No. C05-1046 (Mailed Date of September 2, 2005), the Commission suspended the advice letter and set this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge.  Decision No. C05-1046 also established a deadline for the submission of interventions (October 2, 2005).

On September 12, 2005, the Denver Building Owners and Managers Association (Denver Metro BOMA) filed their Petition to Intervene.  As grounds for the petition, the Denver Metro BOMA states that they have a substantial interest in the determination of just and reasonable rates in this proceeding.  Denver Metro BOMA members own or manage nearly 70 million square feet of office space, representing approximately 75 percent of the prime office space in the Denver metropolitan area.  The proposed changes will, or likely to, significantly affect retail rates paid for steam service at some or all of the buildings owned and managed by Denver Metro BOMA’s members.  No response to the petition was filed.  

On September 22, 2005, the U.S. General Services Administrations, Public Buildings Service, Rocky Mountain Region (GSA) filed its Petition to Intervene.  As grounds for the petition, the GSA states that it functions similarly to a landlord for the federal government.  GSA maintains an inventory of several million square feet of workspace for federal tenants, including both government-owned buildings and leased space.  GSA has not determined the number of square feet within its inventory receiving retail steam service, but asserts that some or all of GSA’s owned or leased space will, or is likely to be, significantly affected by these proceedings.  It concludes that GSA has an interest in the determination of just and reasonable rates in this proceeding, justifying intervention.  No response to the petition was filed.  

Based upon the representations in the Petitions of Denver Metro BOMA and GSA, each petitioner has demonstrated a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the petitions to intervene will be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The petitions to intervene filed by the Denver Building Owners and Managers Association and the U.S. General Services Administrations, Public Buildings Service, Rocky Mountain Region, are granted. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
