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I. statement

1. On October 6, 2005, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed an unopposed motion for an extension of time to file a stipulation and settlement agreement with the Commission to and including October 29, 2005.

2. Counsel for Staff states that Kinder Morgan, Inc., and Staff believe that they have reached a settlement agreement and have been working to prepare a written stipulation and agreement.  Staff and Kinder Morgan, Inc. need more time to finalize a stipulation and settlement agreement.

3. Counsel for Staff has contacted Kinder Morgan, Inc., the only other active party in this docket, and Staff states that counsel for Kinder Morgan, Inc., has no objection to the motion.

4. Good cause having been shown, the motion will be granted.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to file a stipulation on or before October 29, 2005 is granted.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.
