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I. STATEMENT

1. The Commission commenced this proceeding by issuing its Order to Show Cause and Notice of Hearing.  See Decision No. C05-1017 (Mailed Date of August 30, 2005).

2. Attachment B to Decision No. C05-1017 joined specified underlying facilities based exchange providers as necessary parties to this docket.  Further, the Commission provided that a party designated on Attachment B may petition for dismissal from this docket if it is not an underlying provider for any entity listed on Attachment A to Decision No. C05-1017.  

3. SBC Long Distance, LLC is a party to this docket because it was joined pursuant to Attachment B to Decision No. C05-1017.  

4. On September 23, 2005, SBC Long Distance, LLC filed a request for dismissal from this docket upon the grounds that it is not an underlying provider for any entity listed in Attachment A to Decision No. C05-1017.  

5. By Decision No. R05-1176-I, the Administrative Law Judge informed parties that this request will be considered as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 22 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 and sua sponte established the response deadline to the request to be October 7, 2005.

6. No response having been filed to the motion and good cause appearing therefor, the unopposed and uncontested motion will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. SBC Long Distance, LLC’s motion for dismissal from this docket is granted.
